Camber/Caster Platelnstallation Sheet:

1. Raisethevehicleto adequateworking height and
properly support the vehicleusing proper jack stands
(not ajack), then removethewhedls. If you havea
strut tower brace, removethat aswell. Re-install the
nutson the strut after you removethe brace. Remove
the 10mm bolt that holdsthe brakelineto the strut.
Next, removethewiring harnessthat isclipped to the

strut. Usethetrim panel tool to removethewiring clip.

2. Removethe 18mm nut onthe strut for the sway
bar end link. Removetheend link from the strut by
pushing it through the hole. Do Not Use Impact Gun

3. Support therotor with ajack stand, jack, or and
then removethetwo 18mm boltsthat attach the strut
totheknuckle. After the nutsareremoved, you may
need to wigglethe strut back and forth to be ableto
didetheboltsout of the knuckle. Oncetheboltsare
removed, you will seewhy ajack stand was needed
to support therotor and knuckle assembly. If not
properly supported, damageto the brakelines, wiring,
or ball jointscould occur. If you prefer you can
carefully removethe spindleto strut boltsand carefully
removethem while support therotor by hand. Once
they areremoved you will want to safety tiethe
spindle/rotor assembly to theanti-roll bar to make
surethe brakeline does not get damaged.

4. With everything under the car loosened, you can
now removethe4 nutsin the engine bay. Oncethese 4
nutsareremoved, thestrut will comeright out, so be
sureto hold the strut whileremoving thefasteners.




5. Withthe strut removed, you can now compressthe 7. Oncethe spring iscompressed, removethe21mm

spring with the spring compressor. Many auto parts
storeshaveatool rental programif you don’'t have
your own. Usualy, you leaveadeposit for thetool,
and get 100% back when you return thetoolsto the
store. Install one compressor on each side of the
spring, and engage the safety pins. Next you can start
to compressthe spring, compressing both sides
evenly. Takeyour timeand do alittlebit on each side
until thespring iscompressed.

6. Thespringiscompressed enough whenthe spring
hasno pressure on the upper mounting plate, as
showntotheright.

8. Placethe camber plate assembly with the spring
seat over the strut shaft like shown. Strut not shown
for clarity. NOTE: OURNEW DESIGN DOES
NOT HAVE THE SPRING LOCATORASTHE
SPRING ISLOCATED OFF THE STRUT.
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9. Re-Install the strut nut and torqueto factory
specifications. Spring not shown. (Do Not Use
Impact Guns).

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10. Oncethe strut nuts have been torqued you can
now remove the spring compressor. Carefully remove
it and make surethe springsare seated properly inthe
indexed area of the strut and camber plate spring
seats.

11. Thebottom of the strut tower must be smooth
and freefrom any raised metal or flash. Runyou
finger acrossthe underside of thetower and make
sureitissmooth and freefrom scratches. If itisnot
smooth fileor sand down any rough spots.

12. Thecamber plate hasaoffset bearing design
whichalowsyoutoingall theminastreet setting or a
racesetting. Toingtall inthe street setting which will
allow you to more positive camber for lowered cars
smply ingtal with the notch toward theinside of the
car (engineside) and therace setting you will instal the
notch toward thefender (outside) of the car.

STREET RECOMMENDATIONS:

If you are looking for a factory alignment setting
and you are 1” or more lowered we recommend
using the street setting/orientation.

If you are looking for a factory alignment setting
and you are 1" or less lowered we recommend
using the race setting/orientation.

ROAD RACE RECOMMENDATIONS:

Depending on the type of racing you are doing will
determine how much camber you want. Typically
road racing and auto cross will need more nega-
tive camber. If you are setting your car up for this
we recommend using the race orientation.

13. Weinstall one 8mm nut onto one of the studsto
keep the caster platein place during shipping. Make
sure to remove this nut before trying to install
the assembly into the car.

14. Carefully reingtall the strut assembly intothe
vehicleusing thedesired orientation from step # 18
andingtal the supplied 8mm washersand 8mm
locking nuts. Do not tighten.




15. Ingtall the supplied M 10 x 20mm bolt with
10MM support washer into the caster dot inthe
factory tower. You can now snug al 5 mounting bolts
and nuts.

16. Reattach the spindleto the strut and torquethe
boltsto thefactory setting of 148 |b-ft.

Note: Ford recommendsreplacing these boltsevery
timeyou removethem. You can purchasethesefrom
your local Ford dedler.

17. Reattach the ABS sensor wireand brakeline
bracket and torqueto Ford specificationsof 15 |b-ft.

18. Reattachthe sway bar end link and torqueto
factory specificationsof 851b-ft. Do not usean

impact gun.

19. Withthetiresstill off theground didethestrut all
theway forward toward thefront of thecar. You can
now tighten the M 10 bolt to 26 I b/ft.

20. Werecommend centering your strut shaft inthe
center of the strut tower opening to get you to the

alignment shop. Onceyou have centered the strut you

cantorquethe 8mm locking nutsto 17 Ib-ft. or 204
[b-INCH..

21. Repeat the stepsfor the other side.
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22. Ingtall thewhed sand safely lower the vehicle of f
thejack standsto theground. Make sureyou torque
your wheel sto thefactory torque specifications.

23. Alignyour vehicleto your desired alignment
specificationsor factory specificationsif you are happy
withthem. Caster should be set first.

Alignment Notes:

Youwill not beableto adjust these plateswith the
vehicleon theground or the suspensionloaded. The
front must beraisedin order to adjust the camber/
caster plate. Dueto theanti-roll bar loading it may be
required tolift both front tires off the ground to make
adjustments.

These J& M camber/caster plateshave separate
adjustmentsfor camber and caster. You must adjust
caster first and lock down the M 10 caster bolt to 26
|b-ft and then adjust camber.
